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CAG flags ‘misappropriation’ of 148 cr
meant for tribal projects in Odisha

THE COMPTROLLER and Auditor
General (CAG) has flagged “sus-
pected misappropriation” of Rs
148.75 crore in public funds for
development projects under the
Integrated Tribal Development
Agencies (ITDAs) in Odisha.

In a report tabled in the
Assembly Wednesday, the CAG
said these “irrelevant transac-
tons” from the government funds
transferred to the bank accounts
of engineers of [TDAs. “The junior
engineers(JES)/ assistant engineer

(AEs) had conducted personal
transactions of Rs 148.75 crore
from these bank accounts, like
withdrawal of cash through
ATMs, payments through
cheques, payments through POS,
INSurance premium payments,
payments towards mobile phone
recharges and UPI transactions.

These were indicative of sus

pected misappropriation of pub-
lic money by the JEs/AEs con-
cerned,” the audit report said.
Such irrelevant transactions as
cash withdrawals, payment of
mobile phone bills, transactions
one-commerce platforms, trans-
fer of money to personal accounts

or persons not connected with the
departmental works are indica-
tive of the fact “that the public
money had been suspectedly mis-
appropriated by the |JEs/AES”, the
CAG said. The reportraised doubt
on the accuracy of the cost esti-
mates prepared for various works.
As the ITDAs are under the
SC/ST department of the govern
ment, the CAG has asked the de-
partment to review all bank
transactions done by the JEs and
AEs for departmental works
across all ITDAs and to fix re-
sponsibility on the officials in-
dulged in “suspected misappro-
priation” of public funds.
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
